A Although women in the United States have campaigned for more equal treatment under the law for many years, one area in
which they have always been side by side with men is employment, From colonlal times through the present day, American women
have been a vital part of the workforce, playing key roles in all sectors of the economy. For while it is certainly true that they have

been subject to discriminatory practices, their contributions have nonetheless been of constant benefit to the economy.

During America’s colonial period, women were active contributors to the mostly agrarian economy. Sometimes working in the
fields with their husbands, sometimes tending to the farm animals, and sometimes crafting objects for sale outside the home, the
women of colonial America were indispensable members of the workforce. However, until the time of the Industrial Revolution, most
women worked exclusively in the home or on family farms. It was only after the factory system was imported to the United States
from England that they began to work outside the home. By 1850, nearly 25% of the factory workforce in the United States was
comprised of women. Unfortunately, women of this period suffered under the burdens of low pay and dangerous working conditions.

A second major influx of women into the workforce occurred during both World Wars. Because of the increase in the number of
men serving in the armed forces, women were called upon to fill vacancies in all sectors of the economy, including heavy industry.
Compared to the women of the Industrial Revolution, these workers attained relatively high salaries, but still not as much as men
did in the same positions. At the end of World War II, however, the amount of women in the workforce again fell back to previous

levels.

Text-messaging, also known as the Short Message Service (SMS), is the ability to send and receive text messages to and from
mobile phones. The text can be composed of words, numbers, or an alphanumeric combination of the two. Although rarely used in
America and many countries, SMS has been very popular in Europe and some parts of Asia. And Germans are the undisputed
world’s champions when it comes to text-messaging. A recent survey showed that Germans send a whopping 200 million messages
a year, followed by the Finns at 75 million and the British at 70 million. The German penchant for text-messaging may be due in
part to the fact that this long-divided country had a patchy telecommunications system until unification in 1990. Before that, West
Germany had a state monopoly phone system with extremely high rates while many East Germans had no individual phone service
at all. In the 1990s, many Germans went from having no phone to having a mobile phone. However, since mobile rates are very
high, many people opt for text-messaging, which costs a flat rate about US$0.20. As a result, many Germans, the youth in
particular, love text-messaging. They text each other and do not actually speak to each other on the phone. They spend more time
with their mobile phones than in front of the TV or with their families. Der Spiegel, a renowned German news magazine, criticized
this phenomenon in a recent report that “For generations Germans were known for their steadfastness and punctuality. Now we
have become a nation of people waiting for a last-minute text message advising us where we’re expected to be half an hour from

now.”
